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BEHAVIORAL AND BASIC SKILLS INFORMATION
Activities Student Likes/Does Not Like To Do:
The student likes to swing on the swing, dance, watch TV, eat.  She communicates this by either asking in sign language, or more typically, by simply running over to do the activity.  She usually smiles or engages in activity fully.
She dislikes having to do work, sit for long periods of time, set the table, or brush her teeth for long periods of time (longer than 15 seconds).  She communicates this by crying, pulling away, getting up and leaving, or sometimes hitting or biting.  She has a mad or displeased affect while doing this.  
San Mi shows a preference for some people by smiling at them.  However, she prefers to play alone and will frequently get up and go somewhere else if someone tries to play with her or initiate interaction. She does not play with people, and does not initiate interaction, as is frequent with people with autism.

San Mi is non-verbal and severely developmentally delayed and is unable to communicate dreams to other people.
Additional Information on Behavioral and Basic Skills Information:
San Mi communicates mostly by several signs, which she has been taught in school.  She communicates by affect, running over to the activity, or pulling away from activities she dislikes.

Mobility:  She has strong gross motor skills.  She can ride a large tricycle and swing on a swing.  She can skip but rarely runs.

Toileting:  She is able to use a toilet independently, but rarely flushes unless verbally requested.  She can wash her hands, but does not use soap independently.  When asked to use soap, she places the liquid soap on her hands, and then places this under the running faucet immediately to wash it off without using it to wash her hands.  She can turn on and off the faucet independently, but frequently leaves the faucet on when finished washing her hands.  She can use a toothbrush but usually chews on the toothbrush instead of making brushing motions.

Foods/drinks she likes or dislikes:
She likes sweet crunchy snacks such as kettle corn and Korean chips and snacks.  She also really loves chips, especially Frito Lays, and cookies.  She likes fruit, peanut butter, kim chee, fish, and most Korean food.  She loves orange juice.
She dislikes most of the school food, especially anything with beans.  She also dislikes milk and most carbonated beverages.
Behaviors of concern:

If she doesn’t get her way, she can sometimes grow frustrated and become very violent.  She has been known to bite, kick, hit, pull hair and run away.  

Dealing with problem behaviors:
San Mi tends to listen to the father much more than the mother.  The mother tends to let her do what she wants and avoids violence and confrontation.  The father will usually try and pull her back to the room or try to hold her arms until she calms down.  
Describe the best way for your child to learn a new skill:

The best way for San Mi to learn a new skill is if she wants something that is intrinsically motivating.  She either completes the task to try and get what she wants if it is used as a reward, or she can learn sign language if it gets her something that she wants, usually a food or drink item, although she has also learned how to sign to go outside, back inside, or to go to the bathroom.

Some of San Mi’s strengths are her gross motor abilities.  She is able to open doors, manipulate objects, and eat and drink with no problems.  She can also take off her clothing independently.
My child does not problem solve or make decisions.  If she is looking for something, she will look around for a while, and then go do something else and will not look for that object again.  

Medical:

San Mi uses Xiprexa twice daily (25 mg) and uses a drug to eliminate her periods.  The side effect of Xiprexa is that it makes her very hungry.  However, this assists in her learning quite a lot as it helps her focus more.

She has mild allergies to dairy products.
