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Stage 1 – Defining the Portfolio Context and Goals:

If we are discussing my particular students, they have access to a computer but are below Level 1 on Table 2:  Technology Skills.  This may not matter, as the audience for my portfolio are prospective employers most likely do have access to the internet and probably possess at least Level 2 on the above table, with the ability to browse the internet and enter data into a predesigned database.  I wish for the prospective employers to view the portfolio on a web site.
Stage 2 – The Working Portfolio

The content will be primarily geared for prospective employers, and will most likely be a portfolio accessed on the internet, although the same information could be made available on a CD-R.  It will most likely not contain multi-media material.  To demonstrate that growth and learning has taken place, I will place various achievements and the Philosophy of Special Education on the portfolio so that it may be viewed publicly.
Stage 3 – The Reflective Portfolio

I will record self-reflection as a log and keep it on a CD-R.  Artifacts that demonstrate achievement of the portfolio’s goals will include outtakes from evaluations taken from our school and personal goals.

Stage 4 – The Connected Portfolio

I will organize the digital artifacts by including topics, under which the various logs, Philosophy of Special Education, achievements, and a selection of papers from National University classes, where appropriate, will be located under headers, with links provided to either the appropriate word document, or perhaps a web page as needed.

Stage 5 – The Presentation Portfolio

The best medium for a formal portfolio would likely be on a www server, to be observed by professionals so that we too can share their teaching portfolios.
Software Selection:

I will choose WWW pages in HTML using a web site to contain my portfolio, using Microsoft FrontPage for Windows.  Finished web pages and sound, if appropriate, can be uploaded to a www server via CuteFTP.  If this is not possible, the ePortfolio that is mentioned by National and is available at http://portfolio.natuniv.edu/Nuca
